Based on the performance
of cities on the compliance matrix, the scores will be calculated and further, the awards will be
presented on 5 categories like Best Performing ULB, Best Social Media presence, Best Campaigns,
Best Innovative Ideas and Best Survey Promotion. Citizens are urged to participate in this survey
in large numbers and take the city forward in this competition.

Rapid urbanisation has se-
verely impacted the land use and
land surface properties, leading to
increase in global temperature
trends related to climate change. The
Albedo of earth surface has been
shirking substantially for number of
naturogenic and anthropogenic ac-
tivities, resulting in greater albedo
effect. The earth has experienced in-
crease in average global temperature
by 1.1 ¢ C since 1980. Together all
these contribute to change in Land
Surface Temperature (LST). Odisha
experiences heat wave during the
summer season which commences in
march and stretches until June/July.
Amid the urban expansion, Sam-
balpur is becoming an Urban Heat
Island( UHI). In Sambalpur, tempera-
ture touches nearly 45.7 2 C (Source:
Heat Wave Action Plan Odisha 2022)
in May, this extreme heat feels un-
bearable. Green building fosters cli-

mate resilience.

Climate change is a topic, which is very diverse

in nature and for its mitigation, collaborative efforts
are required. It is not only the Government responsi-
bility for its mitigation but also of every individual. So
being a citizen of Sambalpur, why can’t we take the ini-
tiative for better future. A little approach can make a
change by promoting green energy, energy efficient
building promotions, restricted use of heat producing
equipment and increase use of renewable energy.
Nowadays concepts like green building are much pop-
ular in urban buildings.
